2008-2009 REGISTRATION

After much thought and prayerful
consideration the school board voted
to increase the 2008-2009 student
tuition rates by 5% to off-set rising
expenses. This increase will be applied
evenly to each rate / category noted on

the tuition table. It is our goal to continue providing
your child with the best education / environment
possible. I understand that affordability may
become a factor in your plans to pre-register. If
necessary please consider applying for financial
assistance either online at www.tuitionaid.com or
by picking up an application at our office.
Application for scholarship assistance should have
been made before the end of March, 2008. The
annual tuition fee may be spread over a twelve
month period starting in July using the local agency,
Professional Accounts Receivable Mgt.

Our final registration period is April 7-11. It is very
important that we hear from you so that we may
save a space for your child(ren) and avoid a
potential waiting list.
